Maintain homework records and provide timely feedback to students and

Assign relevant, meaningful homework activities that reinforce classroom
learning

Inform students and their parents of the purpose and benefits of homework

Give sufficient time to complete homework, taking into account homework
assigned by other teachers

Ask questions when necessary to clarify the assignment

Thoroughly record homework directions and expectations in an assignment notebook

Complete homework within the given time frame

Seek assistance from teachers and parents if difficulties arise

Ensure that homework is of high quality

Manage demands and activities to allow sufficient time for homework completion

Develop a nightly homework habit or routine

Wor k on homework independently whenever possible

Ask for and complete homework assigned during absences

Alden - Hebron Middle School believes that grading has a
purposeful and useful role in the school. Grades serve two
main functions: information and guidance. Specifically, grades
serve to do the following:

Give parents information about the student that will be

Grading Assessments

Formative Assessments

Designed to determine whether students are learning what
IS being taught, for the purpose of adjusting instruction,

re- teaching, providing students with additional support or
Intervention.

Examples of formative assessments may include, but are
not limited to:

1 daily homework
1 daily classwork
1 exit slips

1 pre - writing,

1 Journaling

1 bell ringers




Homework Policy

Homework contributes toward building responsibility, self
discipline and lifelong learning habits.

It is the intention of the Alden - Hebron Middle School staff to
assign relevant, challenging, and meaningful homework
assignments that reinforce classroom learning objectives.

The main purposes generally associated with homework are:
To prepare for, reinforce, and extend concepts introduced in class
To activate prior knowledge and assess student understanding
To allow parents and teachers to monitor student progress

To serve as a communication link between school and home




Absence Policy for Homework

What your child should do after an absence

Inquire about distributed worksheets and
missed homework assignments

Get notes from a classmate

Arrange make up for missed assessments




Late Work

The expectation for students is that they will complete all assignments on
time. We know this is not always possible and does not always occur.

As a result, students will be allowed up to 3 late assignments per class
per school year without a reduction in grade if the assignment is turned in
the next day.

Late homework assignments will receive a 10% penalty each day it is late.

Students will receive a 0 for assignments that are 3 or more days late.




Grading Assessments

Interim Assessments

Designed to determine where students are in the learning
process and to determine whether they are on track to
successfully completing the summative assessment.
Examples may include, but are not limited to:

1 quizzes

1 rough drafts

1 group work

1 classwork

9 mid - unit assessments




Grading Assessments

Summative Assessments

Designed to assess whether students know and are able to
do what has been taught, after instruction at the end of the
Instructional cycle/unit.

Examples may include, but are not limited to:

1 final essays

1 performance assessments

1 end of unit/quarter assessments




Re-teach/Retest

After preparing/studying for a summative test, if the student performs below their
expectation, the student may be given an opportunity to show mastery of learning
by preparing for and retaking the assessment covering the same material.

In order to retake summative assessments students must participate in re -
teaching/re - learning activities set by the classroom teacher.

The purpose of this opportunity is to give students who need more instructional
time to master content, a second chance to learn the material and then show
increased learning.

Students will receive the higher of the two scores for the summative assessment
grade.

Students should use this opportunity when it is truly needed, not as a way to enter
class unprepared for a summative assessment.
